
FIRST BALLOT FOR MINISTER PROVINCIAL

January 22, 2010

The Minister General and the solemnly professed members of the Province enjoying active
voice received a ballot for electing the Minister Provincial.

A total of 123 ballots were distributed, of which 117 (95.1%) were returned on time.  Of these
returned ballots, 1 (0.9%) ballots were invalid.

Therefore, to elect an eligible friar, a simple majority of the 116 valid ballots, or 59 votes, was
needed.
